1. The meet will be swum under FINA Laws and ASA Technical Rules and is licensed by ASANER [Level 3].

2. The pool length is 25m of variable depth with 6 lanes & anti-wave lane ropes; a separate swim down facility is available. 

 All entry times must be converted to 25m SC.

3. Colorado Electronic Timing will be in operation with scoreboard display.  Times and places shown on the electronic scoreboard are for information only, and are not necessarily the official result.  The referee’s decision is final.

4. Competitor numbers in the programme are for guidance only. Copies of results will be available for purchase over the duration of the event and will be available on the club website.

5. The age groups will be: girls/boys: 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14/Over  Age at 20th March 2010.

6. An upper qualifying standard is being used. Swimmers must not have swum faster than the upper qualifying times prior to this event. 

7. Closing date: Friday 5th March 2010.

8. All events are Heat Declared Winner (HDW), heats being seeded, slowest to fastest based on submitted entry times.

9. Awards will be made to the first three in each age category.  These awards are available for collection after the announcement of each event.

10. No entry cards will be issued. Seeded heat start lists will be produced prior to the start of each session.  If a swimmer is not swimming an event we request that the recorders are informed no later than 45 minutes prior to the session start time.  Complying with this request will keep the number of empty lanes to a minimum. Entries may be limited to maintain session limits.
